ADDRESS OF THE
PRESIDENT OF GEORGIA

TO THE PARTICIPANTS OF THE INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
“HELLENIC STUDIES ON THE VERGE OF CENTURIES”

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Accept my cordial greetings. To my strong belief, it is a great honour for Geor-
gian scholars to host in Tbilisi such a significant conference on Hellenic studies. Un-
doubtedly, this fact will become another valuable contribution to the centuries-old
Greek and Georgian relations and collaboration.

Now that Georgia starts to establish its place in the European and wotld commu-
nities, the friendly support of the Hellenic Republic acquires special significance. Greek
support was testified by His Excellency, the President of the Hellenic Republic Con-
stantinos Stephanopoulos’ visit to Georgia, also the unforgettable days of my stay in the
